The Jury’s statement:

Animation filmmaking is very difficult, because the filmmaker has to create almost everything without being able to rely on any natural factor such as a beautiful setting or a good looking cast. Animation filmmaking is even tougher for young people, especially those in Vietnam. Under the Tree’s Shadow is truly exceptional by avoiding the usual silliness, evoking emotions in the audience. This is accomplished thanks to the brilliant, strong character development in combination with the screenplay, acting, editing, music, voiceover of professional quality. Moreover, the film reflects this year YxineFF’s theme Belief clearly.

The Golden Heart Award includes: a trophy, a certificate, VND 20,000,000 for the winner’s next short film or for development of a feature-length script, the three latest books from the Cinema book collection.
In addition, the winner of the Golden Award is given a credit of US $5,000 by Wallpaper Post Asia for post production, in which the author is a director, producer or director of cinematography, and is valid at the Hanoi office of the company.

In Under the Tree’s Shadow, the execution of visual and character motions is precise, the acting, editing smoothly in coordination with the character visual creation, music and colour make this an interesting and funny short film. This depends primarily on the excellent directing of the film.

2. Best Screenplay
to Trang Nghiem (Prague, Czech Republic)

The Jury’s statement: 

An Interrogation has a mature, modern expression style and refrains from surface emotions, does not dwell on moral philosophy or idea illustrations. Most interestingly the viewers apprehend the content through the cinema language, thanks to the high literature material. Lastly, the film deserves to be commended for the simplicity in brightening very simple story but revealing surprises in life.

The Jury’s statement:
The visual expression in The Man Who Was There is simple, non-flashy but very real life, creating an authentic atmosphere, not an arranged setting. The film layout is not too intricate in terms of the size but still aptly conveys the atmosphere and content.

The Jury’s statement:  

Who owns the land tells the story of hundred of thousands of farmers whose land was taken to build golf courses, resorts and real estates for the rich. The question "who owns the land?" is acute, asking the viewers not to look away but to look for solutions. The film touches the very core issue for sustainable development in Vietnam, and many other developing countries, that is the struggle by ordinary people against power, authorities, money and corruption. The filmmaker was very courageous and committed in following this story, standing on the side with the people, recording its process. Telling the story with the "direct cinema" approach, the filmmaker let her audience "live" and "struggle" together with the characters, "experience" the story themselves, or have the feeling of being inside the story, instead of merely "listening" to it.
